The best thing is to check the tranny codes. The 944 S has different trany code. This does not prevent
someone from having swapped all the internals from an S into an non-S box, but that is alot of work for
no gain. It is possible someone swapped the NA box for the S box years ago since it may have been
around when the original failed.
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The only issue is tranny code is on the top of the box.

As for checking RPM... | don't know how that will work out. The raitos are different, but quite close so
you may not be able to tell for sure.
