There is a reinforcing plate/hoop on the inside of the trans tunnel where some of the chassis stiffening
members attach to on the inside of the tunnel This is close to or just behind the level of the outboard lap
belt mount. | drill though the middle of that, and then use a large grade 8 washer. It seems significantly
stronger than the surrounding sheet metal, and is well located.
