Hi Gary,

Harnesses only comes in one size from manufacturers. You adjust the length.
The two shoulder harness mounts to the roll cage horizontal bar.
The two lap harness mounts to the existing seat belt holes using the existing bolts.

The sub belt you'll need to drill a hole thru the floorpan and mount with the provided hardware and
bolt/washers.
