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Points scoring rules are as follows:

   
    -  5 Drops on the season for every racer.   
    -  Minimum 5 Registered entrants to make the event a points scoring event (excludes the Eastern
States Championships)
. I will declare the event a points event in the pre-event email approximately 5 days before the event.
  
    -  Events that are NOT declared a points scoring event will NOT be counted towards the drops for
the season for any racer (excludes
the Eastern States Championships)
.

The goal for the points scoring rules were to maximize the competitiveness of the regional
championship. Our region has grown to the size that we will likely have 5 entrants at every event, but
while still allowing 5 drops gives all racers the ability to miss/DNF/DQ at 2.5 events and still be
challenging for the regional championship.
